The lake level is now above normal and the drawdown of the lake last winter appears to have improved conditions close to shore and per our lake weed study performed on June 13 has reduced pondweed in many areas and milfoil in some areas. Results of the weed survey are being finalized and treatment of selected areas is being scheduled. When
 a 
treatment date is finalized 
you
 will 
be notified
 via e-mail and yellow signs will be posted on shore in areas treated on the day of treatment. There will probably be a 
one
 day restriction on swimming and bathing in the lake the day of treatment to allow chemicals to stay in contact with the weeds and to protect individuals. Signs are being installed at both boat launches educating boaters on how to prevent invasive species from being transferred from one lake to another. To help reduce excessive plant growth in the lake please don’t use any fertilizers containing phosphorous (center number should be 0) and also maintain your septic system. For May and June
