Lake Committee Report
:
A pre-treatment weed survey was done in June and found that we had eliminated the majority of the milfoil last year but there was excessive pondweed, elodea etc. in many areas of the lake. The majority of the aquatic herbicides used in 2011 on Wildwood Lake consisted of contact herbicides which were used to control the nuisance growth of native species such as watershield, floating-leaved pondweed, coontail, elodea, thin –leaved pondweed and nuisance algae. Approximately 32.5 acres were treated on July 13
th
, 2011. Contact herbicides only kill the parts of the plant that they come in contact with and are not absorbed into the plant and kill the roots the way systemic herbicides do. Thus a lot of the weeds will come back next year. Unfortunately there are not systemic aquatic herbicides on the market to control those native species (only milfoil). Thus, the current program must consist of a combination of spot-treating milfoil (when it occurs) with systemic aquatic herbicides and then treating nuisance native growth with the contact herbicides and treating all nuisance growth through the lake level drawdown method. The results of the lake management program so far have been excellent. A post-treatment survey conducted during August of 2011 determined that only a few stems of milfoil near the bay opposite of the loon’s nest remained and will be treated with systemic herbicides during a treatment in the late spring/summer of 2012.
The drawdown of the lake will again start on October 1 with a drawdown rate of approximately 1” per day to a planned level of 36” below normal level this year. The lake may not be drawn down 36” every year depending upon results of the drawdowns and also that there is a risk of the lake level not 
coming back to normal level by M
emorial 
D
ay. Because of this fact lakefront owners may want to clean up the exposed lake bottom this year while the lake level is down 36”. Any dead weeds raked up should be disposed of where the nutrients won’t get back into the lake and leaves should not be burned close to the lake either because the ash is high in nutrients.
There will be another stump cutting party near the end of January and we will put out e-mail notice of the exact time and date just before then. If you are not on the e-mail list and would like to help contact Blair at 525-9252. 
The DNR officer who is responsible for Wildwood Lake asked us if he could use our ramp to more effectively support our lake and the Board agreed to honor this request.
